The MEG-Laboratory of the Department of Neurology of the Heinrich-Heine-University offers a postdoc position in neuroscience funded by the German Ministry of Education and Science for at least 18 months. The project uses magnetoencephalography (MEG) to investigate the neural mechanisms underlying the interaction between cognitive-attentional factors and pain perception in health and disease. The successful candidate will join a multidisciplinary group consisting of psychologists, neurologists, physicists, and neurobiologists. 
Applicants should have a PhD in neuroscience, medicine, psychology, physics, or other relevant disciplines. Experience in MEG recordings and analysis as well psychological experimentation is desirable but not mandatory. Salary is according to the German BAT IIa which is in the range of 55.000 EURO gross per year. 

The post is available immediately and will be offered on a fixed-term contract for a period of 18 months and may be extended.
