The project is an interdisciplinary collaboration between PIs working on human sensorimotor processing, brain oscillatory function, and neurological movement disorders. The project uses MEG (magnetoencephalography) and analyses of oscillatory brain activity to investigate the role of parietal and frontal cortex in the selection and preparation of pointing and reaching movements. 

Requirements
